October Devotional - A Season of Thanksgiving

"The land yields its harvest; God, our God, blesses us. May God bless us still, so that all the ends
of the earth will fear him." Psalm 67:6-7 (NIV)

October is a time to reflect on the harvest—a season when fields, gardens, and orchards yield the fruits of
months of labor. As we witness the abundance of crops, we are reminded of God'’s faithfulness in providing
for His people. Every seed planted, every drop of rain, and every ray of sunshine has been guided by His
sustaining hand.

We thank You most of all for the gift of salvation through Jesus Christ, which fills our lives with
hope and joy. Help us to live with thankful hearts and to share Your blessings with others. May
our gratitude bring glory to Your name.
